Repairing Foods

How to Fix Burned Food:

Carefully remove the portion that was
not burned using a wooden spoon.
Adding onions will remove any burnt
flavor or odor.

A Cure for Burned Cookies:

Stop using brown cookie sheets...use
shiny ones. Make sure the cookie
sheet is full - not just a few cookies.
Undercooked Boiled Eggs:

If you crack an egg and it is still
undercooked, just place the egg in
aluminum foil and twirl the ends.
Place it back into the water to finish
cooking.

Soups and Casseroles Too Salty?
There are a number of solutions. You
can add tomatoes and some brown
sugar or a piece of raw potato to sop
up the excess salt.
